1. SCOPE
1.1. The present Regulation on the qualification of contractors for compliance with the requirements in the areas of labor protection and industrial safety (hereinafter referred to as the Regulation) establishes general requirements for the procedure for qualification in HSE for counterparties, including Outsourcers who wish to provide services on the territory of the enterprise / supply goods and materials in the interests of the enterprise / carry out transportation cargo with arrival on the territory of the enterprise / transportation of employees of the enterprise on the territory of the enterprise and beyond.
1.2. The requirements of this provision are based on the regulatory legal acts of the Russian Federation, including international standards.
1.3. The regulation was developed in development of the requirements of the Regulation on the qualification of counterparties [1] (appendix Д).
1.4. The requirements of this regulation apply to the activities of the divisions of the enterprise, the functional duties of which include the procurement of certain categories of works or services, including outsourcing services performed at the facilities / territory of the enterprise, control over the performance of such works or services, and risk management for such purchases.
1.5. Contractors of functional areas are subject to obligatory OHS qualification:
· "Investments";
· "Development of the repair system";
· "Logistics";
· "Occupational health and safety";
· "Supply",
and counterparties rendering other FA services on the territory of the enterprise.
1.6. In all other respects that are not provided for by this provision, the Regulations on the qualification of counterparties apply [1]

3.1. The following terms with the corresponding definitions (appendix A) are used in the Regulation in accordance with the Unified Corporate Glossary "Terms and Definitions", located on the corporate portal of the enterprise in the section "Services\General Services\Regulatory Documents":outsourcing; business reputation; qualification of the counterparty; counterparty ; low-value purchase; functional area.

5.1. The list of roles used in the position, with definitions, is given in Table 1.

	Employee of the Administration "OHS Project Office of Contractor's companies" FA "OHS", whose responsibilities include the qualification of counterparties, including interaction with the counterparty, key functions and other structural divisions in the structure of the enterprise in order to fulfill the requirements of this regulation.

	CC
	Commission for resolving disputes and issues related to making decisions on the qualification of the counterparty.


6. GENERAL
6.1. OHS qualification for compliance with the RF legislation and standards (p. 2.1.1, 2.1.2, etc.) is carried out by the Responsible for control.
6.2. The goals of qualification of counterparties of the enterprise are as follows:
· minimizing the risk of accidents, fires, accidents, traffic accidents, emissions of hazardous substances, environmental pollution from the economic activities of Counterparties in the process of performing work / providing services on the territory (facility) of the enterprise;
· minimization of the risk of providing low-quality services or the risk of non-fulfillment of contractual obligations by the Counterparties participating in the procurement procedures, as well as reducing the business reputation of the enterprise;
· minimizing the risk of fines from the supervisory authorities of the Russian Federation for the activities of Counterparties in the process of performing work / providing services in the interests of the enterprise;
· formation, maintenance and updating of a portfolio of qualified Counterparties that meet the requirements of the RF legislation and enterprises that have passed the qualification procedure and confirmed the possibility of providing work (services) by type of activity declared for qualification;
· creation and maintenance of a competitive environment in order to purchase works / services at the best price-quality ratio.
6.3. Qualification of counterparties is carried out in IS SAP SRM
in accordance with the procedure and within the time limits specified in the Regulations on the qualification of counterparties[1], depending on the route qualification according to OHS.
6.4. OHS qualifications are not subject to counterparties providing services on the territory of the enterprise, included in the list of counterparties subject to simplified qualification, approved by the President (Chairman of the Management Board).
6.5. The following types of OHS qualifications are provided for counterparties
:
· OHS qualification for low value operations; 
· general OHS qualification for counterparties
· OHS qualification for open source software of counterparties (for contracts / projects FA "Investments" and FA "Development of the repair system"
6.6. OHS qualification type is determined based on the following factors:
· purchase price limit for suppliers, applied to the total amount of transactions during one calendar year (the limit for low-value purchases is annually set by order of the President / Chairman of the Management Board);
· OHS risk level of the planned contract;
· counterparty status in the future provision of services (CO / SCO);
· affiliation of the contract with the counterparty to FA.
6.7. There is a separate OHS qualification questionnaire for each type of qualification. 
6.8. OHS qualification questionnaires are sent to counterparties directly by the Category Manager, the so-called. "manual mode": 
· low value purchase2;
· qualification per OHS for SCO;
· general qualification per OHS3
or IS SAP SRM after self-registration, the so-called. "auto mode": OHS general qualification.
6.9. The OHS qualification process consists of two stages:
· filling in a qualification questionnaire by the counterparty with the provision of supporting documents. 
· verification of documents provided by the counterparty by the Responsible for control.
6.10. In the event that supporting documentation is not attached to the qualification issue applicable to all counterparties, or the attached documentation does not correspond to the qualification issue, the Responsible for controln draws up comments and sends a request for clarification.
6.11. For counterparties, a limit is set for submitting supporting documents to the OHS qualification questionnaire - no more than 3 times for each type of qualification questionnaire.
6.12. For contractors, a limit is set for the period of qualification for each type of OHS qualification questionnaire:
· low-value purchase - 30 calendar days from the date of the initial submission of the questionnaire;
· OHS General Qualification – 90 calendar days from the date of the initial submission of the questionnaire;
· OHS qualification for SCO - 90 calendar days from the date of the initial submission of the questionnaire.
6.13. The limit on the qualification period can be increased on the basis of an official letter certified by the head of the counterparty's organization with an objective justification of the reasons for the extension of the period. 
6.14. The decision to increase the limit on the period of OHS qualification is made by the Head of the Department "OHS Project Office of Contractors" at the request of the Category Manager or the person responsible for checking the qualification questionnaire for OHS.
6.15. If the counterparty has exceeded the established limits on the number of checks or the term, the OHS qualification questionnaire is rejected, with comments on the reason for the rejection:
· the limit for providing supporting documentation has been exceeded, there is no documentation characterizing the OHS management system;
· HSE qualification limit exceeded, there is no documentation characterizing the OHS management system.
6.16. Besides the reasons for the rejection indicated in p. 6.15, an OHS qualification may also be rejected for the following reasons:
· the OHS questionnaire was sent by mistake (the route is contrary to the requirements of the approved qualification procedure);
· refusal of the counterparty to further pass the OHS qualification procedure (the fact is confirmed by a letter certified by the head of the counterparty's organization).
6.17. The counterparty, whose OHS application form was rejected, is considered disqualified by the OHS decree and cannot be involved in the conclusion of an agreement for the provision of services on the territory of the enterprise. 
6.18. If during the process of qualification, requalification or removal of restrictions on a previously issued OHS opinion, the fact of distortion, inaccuracy or falsification of supporting documents is revealed, then the counterparty's application is rejected with comments due to the rejection: a fact has been identified, the current qualification status is subject to review and cancellation by decision of the CC in accordance with the procedure and for the period specified in the Regulations on the qualification of counterparties[1]. 
6.19. After providing all the supporting documentation, the Responsible for control determines the classification of available works, the list of restrictions, the qualification status and draws up a conclusion in the prescribed form.
6.20. Qualification conclusion is sent to the counterparty via e-mail by Responsible for control and located in IS SAPSRM. More detailed information upon the conclusion on qualifications are indicated in Subsection 7.4 of the Regulation.
7. QUALIFICATION PROCEDURE FOR OHS COUNTERPARTY
7.1. Qualification of low-value purchases
7.1.1. An initial check of readiness to comply with the requirements of the RF legislation and the enterprise in the field of OHS is carried out for each new counterparty intending to perform work / provide services on the territory of the enterprise.
7.1.2. The initial verification of the readiness of the counterparty is carried out in accordance with the qualification questionnaire for health and safety to assess the counterparty for a low-value purchase (sheet Б.1 appendix Б). For this purpose the counterparty attaches verification documentation characterizing the OHS MS of the organization in relation to each qualifying issue.
7.1.3. The OHS qualification questionnaire template for evaluating a counterparty for a low-value purchase is sent by the Category Manager in the “manual mode” after its self-registration in IS SAPSRM.
7.1.4. After the counterparty fills in the OHS qualification questionnaire for low-value purchases, the Responsible for control analyzes the completeness and sufficiency of the documentation provided by the counterparty.
7.1.5. The control is performed within the time limits established in the Regulations on the qualification of counterparties [1].
7.2. General qualification
7.2.1. The general OHS qualification is carried out in the following cases:
7.2.1.1. the amount of orders created since the beginning of the year for a counterparty with the status “Qualified for low-value transactions” exceeded the limits set by the President (Chairman of the Management Board);
7.2.1.2. the counterparty intends to take part in the tender, the amount of payment for which exceeds the limits of a low-value transaction established for the enterprise
;
7.2.1.3. counterparty plans to conclude an agreement with FA "Logistics"
;
7.2.1.4. plans to lift the previously established restrictions.
7.2.2. To pass the general qualification for OHS, the counterparty must answer the questions of the general qualification questionnaire (Sheet B.2 of Appendix Б) integrated into IS SAP SRM.
7.2.3. The OHS general qualification questionnaire template is sent to the counterparty in the "automatic mode" with IS SAPSRM or "manual mode" by the Category Manager.
7.2.4. Responsible for checking the qualification questionnaire for OHS, analyzes the documentation attached by the counterparty for its completeness and sufficiency.
7.2.5. The verification is carried out within the time limits established in the Regulations on the qualification of counterparties[1].
7.3. Qualification of the Subcontractor
7.3.1. SCO FA "Investments" and FA "Development of the repairs system" must qualify for OHS according to the questionnaire Sheet Б.3 Appendix Б.
7.3.2. OHS Qualification Questionnaire Template for SCO is sent by Category Manager in “manual mode” to IS SAPSRM.
7.3.3. Verification of supporting documentation attached by SCO for qualification is carried out by Responsible for control.
7.3.4. Regulatory deadlines for checking the qualification questionnaire of the Subcontractor correspond to the deadlines for checking the general qualification questionnaire for OHS specified in the Regulations on the qualification of counterparties[1].
7.3.5. Upon verification of supporting documentation, Responsible for control, a conclusion is prepared containing the qualification result.
7.4. Conclusion on qualification
7.4.1. The conclusion on OHS qualification is prepared by Responsible for control according to the approved form in accordance with Appendix В.
7.4.2. Based on the results of checking the counterparty's OHS qualification questionnaire, the classification of work available to him is determined:
· qualified for general work within the enterprise territory
: Yes / No;
· qualified for general work within the HPF boundaries
: Yes/No
· qualified for specific work on or with HPF involvement
:Yes / No
7.4.3. Based on the completeness and quality of the attached list of documents, the Responsible for checking the qualification questionnaire for HSE determines the restrictions on the operations types. The following restrictions are set:
· DO NOT perform work at height. A complete set of documents was not provided or a guarantee was provided by the counterparty that this type of work was not performed;
· Do NOT perform operations in energized electrical installations. A complete set of documents was not provided or a guarantee was provided by the counterparty that this type of work was not performed;
· DO NOT use the own or rented TVs on the territory of the enterprise
 A complete set of documents was not provided or a guarantee was provided that own or rented TV was not used in the process of providing services;
7.4.4. Based on the classification and types of work available to the counterparty, the Responsible for control of the OHS qualification questionnaire determines the overall status of the qualification:
· qualified. The counterparty / SCO meets all the criteria of the OHS qualification questionnaire and can be allowed to perform work / provide services on the territory of the enterprise;
· qualified with limits. Counterparty / SCO meets the mandatory criteria of the OHS qualification questionnaire or justification is provided for the inapplicability of certain qualification questions. The counterparty / SCO is allowed to a limited list of types of operations / services on the territory of the enterprise, not related to the established restrictions. 
7.4.5. A guide to clarify the main areas of attestation in industrial safety, depending on the type of activity applicable to contractors, is given in appendix Г.
7.4.6. Qualification conclusion is loaded Responsible for control in IS SAPSRM, tab "Applications" section "Remarks and restrictions on OHS" (see Fig. 1).
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Figure 1 - The application area of​the conclusion on qualifications for OHS in IS SAPSRM
7.4.7. The Purchasing Officer/Category Manager includes the OHS Qualification Conclusion in the minimum package of tender documents considered during the competitive selection by the Tender Committee.
7.4.8. The tender commission should not allow contractors to be invited to the tender without a conclusion based on the results of OHS qualification, as well as if there are restrictions in the conclusion that affect the specifics of the types of work planned for execution, except as provided in p. 5.2.8 of the Regulations on the selection of counterparties with the participation of the Tender Commission [2]. 
7.5. Re-qualification
7.5.1. Regulatory validity period for OHS qualifications for counterparties with the status: "qualified" or "qualified with restrictions" - indefinitely.
7.5.2. Re-qualification under OHS is provided for counterparties, provided that:
· CO / SCO or Outsourcer does not achieve 75% overall compliance with HSE indicators as a result of a technical audit or HSE due diligence;
· CO / SCO or Outsourcer, level 1 and 2 incidents were registered in the process of performing work / providing services.
7.5.3. The need for re-qualification is indicated in the corrective action plan. 
7.5.4. OHS requalification is carried out using the appropriate templates.
7.5.5. Responsible for submitting the OHS qualification questionnaire template for re-qualification - Category Manager. Sending the questionnaire is carried out in the "manual mode". 
7.5.6. The counterparty that has not passed the retraining within the period specified in p.6.12 or in the corrective action plan is removed from the panel of suppliers in categories that provide for the performance of work / provision of services on the territory of the enterprise.
8. REQUIREMENTS TO RECORD SUBMISSION FORM
8.1. Format for supporting documents in electronic form provided by the counterparty / SCO - PDF
 or JPEG format
.
8.2. Tables attached to the questions of the OHS qualification questionnaires must be provided in 2 formats – XLS
 and PDF. The table in PDF format must be certified by a responsible person on the part of the counterparty.
9. REQUIREMENTS FOR KEEPING DOCUMENTS AND RECORDS
9.1. Responsible for verification ensures centralized storage of completed qualification questionnaires, documents provided by the counterparty, and any other documents
, accompanying the adoption or revision of a decision within the framework of the process to be reviewed, in IS SAPSRM or another source of information storage under contracts.
9.2. The period of storage of documentation is established on the basis of internal regulatory and methodological acts of the enterprise.
10. RESPONSIBILITY
10.1. Responsibility for fulfilling the requirements of this provision is assigned to employees of all levels of the enterprise, within their powers, involved in the procedures for qualification and selection of counterparties. 
10.2. Responsible for monitoring the implementation of the requirements of the regulation is assigned to the director of the Directorate for labor protection and industrial safety.

APPENDIX А

Terms and definitions
А.1. The following terms are used in the provision with the corresponding definitions in accordance withUnified corporate glossary "Terms and definitions", located on the corporate portal in the Services\General Services\Regulatory Documents section:
А.1.1. Outsourcing:  (outer-source-using) use of an external source and/or resource): transfer by an organization, on the basis of a contract, of certain types or functions of production activities to another company operating in the desired area. Note - Unlike services and support that are one-time, episodic or random and limited to the beginning and end, outsourcing usually transfers functions for professional support of the uninterrupted operation of individual systems and infrastructure on the basis of a long-term contract (at least 1 year). Outsourcing allows to increase the efficiency of the enterprise as a whole and use the released organizational, financial and human resources to develop new areas or concentrate efforts that do not require increased attention.
А.1.2. Goodwill: information on the qualitative assessment by the participants of civil turnover of the activities of a legal entity, as well as the actions of its real owners, affiliates, subsidiaries and affiliates, by subcontractors, counterparties, consumers, rating agencies, credit organizations, stock exchanges, mass media, government, law enforcement and judiciary.
А.1.3. Counterparty qualification: a procedure that assesses whether a potential or existing counterparty meets the requirements for corporate security, financial stability, the effectiveness of the functioning of management systems and technical reliability criteria for the supply of products, performance of work or provision of services within a specific procurement category.
А.1.4. Counterparty: any Russian or foreign legal or physical person with whom the enterprise has entered into contractual relations, with the exception of labor.
Note – In relation to the present provision, potential counterparties are considered.
А.1.5. Low-value purchase: a purchase that, due to the low cost of the purchased M&G (goods and materials), carries a minimum amount of associated risks. For each enterprise, the president (chairman of the board) approves the amounts within which purchases are considered of little value by Order.
Note - For the purposes of this provision, the procurement of both M&G and works and services is implied, with the exception of the procurement of services by FA "Logistics".
А.1.6. Functional area (FA): a function managed at the corporate level with direct subordination of the head of the function to the President (Chairman of the Board).
Note – With regard to this provision, it means a unit (a set of units included in one functional area (FA), which, in accordance with its functional duties, is responsible for preparing a draft agreement, for organizing the procedure for agreeing and signing an agreement, as well as its execution.
А.2. Additionally, the following terms with the corresponding definitions are used in the provision:
А.2.1. Category: a set of nomenclature positions and/or groups of M&G/services united by the criterion of common consumer properties/purpose/origin or main component.
А.2.2. Qualification Questionnaire: a document containing a list of questions and issued to an existing or potential counterparty in order to collect relevant information for the subsequent qualification procedure according to specified criteria.
